This
guarantee is given in place of any implied conditions
or warranties or any liabilities whatsoever statutory or
otherwise; no guarantee except that hereinafter con-
tained and no condition or warranty whatsoever statutory
or otherwise is given or is to be implied, nor are we
to be under any liability whatsoever except under the
uarantee hereinafter contained. Any statement,
escription, condition or representation contained in
any catalogue, advertisement, leaflet or other public-
ation shall not be construed as enlarging, varying or
overriding anything herein contained. In the case of
